This is not always easy for any of us to do.o This background is essential, especially in
the years when a childis views of right and wrong are changing along with their bodyis
developmental changes. A religious school helps build on the groundwork that is
established at home, and gives teenagers a foundation to fall back on when character

and values are in question.
